B EYFS Celebrations:

We are delighted to celebrate the continued success and progress within our EYFS provision this
term. Our systematic phonics programme is having a significant impact, supporting children in
developing secure knowledge of letter sounds and enabling them to become increasingly
confident readers and leading to confident writers. Last year, 67% of pupils achieved their Early
Learning Goals, reflecting the strong foundations in place across our Early Years curriculum. We
were also pleased to have hosted an Early Learning Goals family workshop to help families better
understand end-of-year expectations and how they can support learning at home. In Nursery,
children have enthusiastically begun Drawing Club in Term 2, strengthening language acquisition,
vocabulary development and early mark-making skills. We have also started swimming sessions,
growing in confidence in the water while developing important water safety skills. It has been a
wonderful term of achievement and growth for our youngest learners.

#Primary Celebrations:

We are equally proud to celebrate the continued success across our Primary phase this term.
Phonics teaching in Years 1-3 remains a key strength, with pupils building fluency, accuracy and
confidence in reading as they secure and apply their knowledge of sounds. Achievement across
the primary phase in our STAR assessments has been extremely positive, enabling staff to identify
strengths and create personalised learning opportunities that ensure every child is supported and
challenged. In writing, The Write Stuff is having a strong impact, leading to noticeable progress in
pupils’ writing and creating lots of opportunities for independent writing pieces! Our recent Maths
Day inspired creativity and critical thinking, with children embracing challenges and thinking
outside the box during an exciting competition. We were also thrilled with the fantastic uptake for
our Science Fair, where we were inundated with innovative and thoughtful projects focused on
science and sustainability, truly highlighting the curiosity and ambition of our primary learners.

#:Secondary and Sixth Form Celebrations:

We are proud to celebrate the continued commitment and achievement across our Secondary
and Sixth Form this term. Students have demonstrated strong engagement in their learning across
subjects, showing maturity, independence and a growing sense of academic responsibility. We are
looking forward to pupils participating in the upcoming UKMT national mathematics challenges,
where students aged 11-18 will have the opportunity to further develop their problem-solving skills
and mathematical reasoning at a national level. Our Year 11 and Year 13 students have approached
their mock examinations with focus and determination, working diligently as they prepare for their
summer examinations, while our Sixth Form students continue to show ambition and resilience as
they work towards securing places at their chosen universities. This term we were also delighted by
the outstanding uptake for our Science Fair from our oldest students, where we were inundated
with innovative and thoughtful projects centred on science and sustainability, showcasing the
creativity, curiosity and academic excellence that define our Secondary community.

The UAE Has a Natural “Inland Sea”. In Abu Dhabi, Khor Al
Adaid (the Inland Sea) is one of the rare places in the world
where the sea pushes deep into the desert, surrounded by
towering sand dunes. It's so unique that it's recognised by
UNESCO.

At Aspen we nurture curiosity, responsibility, and a
love for the world around us.

Sloths can hold their breath longer than dolphins. While dolphins are built
for the water and typically hold their breath for about 8 to 10 minutes before
needing air, sloths have a biological secret weapon: incredibly slow
metabolisms.
